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[bookmark: _Toc140157284]Preparing a bibliography
It is important to include a bibliography with your historical research that lists all sources you have read or referenced.
There are several rules you need to follow when setting out your bibliography: 
Start your bibliography on a new page at the end of your essay or research paper. 
Each entry starts on a new line, with a one-line space between entries. 
Second and subsequent lines of an entry are indented. 
Entries are made in alphabetical order. 
Normally, each entry begins with the author’s last name. 
When the author is unknown, the entry begins with the title of the source. 
For multiple entries by the same author, a dash replaces the name after its first appearance. 
The title of a book should be in italics. 
The title of an article should be in inverted commas.
