Content: Client cards were created when a client was first admitted to Turana/MJJC. Cards are in alphabetical order by family name, given name and within year of birth. The cards record personal information including name, address, physical description, aboriginality, movements, legal situation, details of the client's offence, and bail information.

Content: The purpose of these records was to provide summary information for clients received at the Turana Youth Training Centre. Information recorded in the admission forms that is not found in the registers are: client file number, offence, physical description of the youth and length of sentence.

Content: The purpose of these records was to provide information for clients moving in and out of Turana Youth Training Centre and for movements within the centre. The right-hand folio pages were used to record internal and external transfers for the same day.

Content: This collection relates to Poplar House, high-security unit, and contains mainly report books (summarily documenting daily activities and client movements), continuity books (a form of communication for staff), bedroom books (lists clients in particular rooms), one ‘medicals-mail-phone record book’ (lists medication administered to clients, incoming and outgoing mail and phone calls) and one staff meeting minutes book.

A copy of the transfer warrant was sent to the Youth Parole Board and a copy held on the trainee's institutional file.

Content: These records were created to facilitate the reconciliation of trainee payments and deductions on a weekly basis. Information contained on the forms includes client's earnings and deductions by means of credit and debit balances. These forms also summarily document observed client behaviour because behaviour had a bearing on amount earned.

The records were destroyed in 2004 under what seems to have been PROS 96/13 Public Record Office Standard. General Disposal Schedule for Common Administrative Records Class 5.4.2 Human Resources Employee Management. This schedule was cited in the collection register as follows: ‘While these records are not covered by any disposal schedule, they can be treated similarly to employee pay records and deductions. It is recommended that these records be proposed for disposal seven years after date of last entry or week ending. Previous proposals for disposal on such records have been approved by the Public Record Office.’

Content: This collection consists of the official green coloured institutional files that were created for each male trainee at the time of their admission to custodial care and followed them between the reception and training centres they resided within, including: Baltara Reception Centre, Turana Youth Training Centre, Malmsbury Youth Training Centre and Langi Kal Kal Youth Training Centre, Melbourne Juvenile Justice Centre / Melbourne Youth Justice Centre.

It was common for the trainees to move between institutions. Therefore, the files comprise documentation regarding the trainee’s residency at multiple institutions. 

A file was created for each ‘trainee’ placed in residential care. The files may include the following details:

It allowed the client to spend remand time in the community, thereby causing minimal disruption to school, family, and perhaps employment. Clients from this program, therefore, would be granted bail from the court to facilitate a return to the community but on certain conditions.

Content: This collection includes mainly report books of the remand section, as well as one movement book and two continuity books.
