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Funded projects through the Coordination Grants include:
Alex Makes Meals will receive $270,000 to make and deliver over 70,000 culturally appropriate meals across Melbourne's North East. Partnering with Sustain: The Australian Food Network, they will coordinate and strengthen food relief efforts across the area. 
Geelong Foodshare Inc will use their $250,000 to support major food relief charities, who will work together to improve the way food relief is provided. The project will focus on Colac Otway, Golden Plains and surrounding areas, to provide more people with healthy and culturally appropriate food. 
SecondBite will receive $275,000 to rescue and share more nutritious food with communities in the Mallee area. Investments in a new truck and stronger partnerships will help them increase access to healthy food for people in need.
Bendigo Foodshare will receive $250,000 to strengthen food security in the Mallee area. Funding will support a new food relief service, increasing access for more people and families. 
Foodbank Victoria will use their $160,000 to partner with the Islamic Council of Victoria. Together, they will deliver 4,000 culturally suitable meal kits to communities across Victoria.
FareShare Australia Incorporated will receive $150,000 to support First Nations communities in Victoria. Working with the Victorian Aboriginal Child and Community Agency, they will expand the Meals for Mob program and deliver nutritious, culturally appropriate meals to 5 additional communities. 
OzHarvest Limited will receive $245,000 to expand their food relief work, led by a new Food Rescue Coordinator. This will allow them to receive and distribute food from 30 new donors. They will also increase food collection by replacing an ageing truck, and upskilling drivers.
